Put Exit to News Building, The Shard, Guys and Kings College under where it says ticket 
hall.
Put some arrows following from the northern and Jubilee lines down through the arcade
More emphasis on the escalators – exit to News Building and The Shard o�ce entrances 
above
More emphasis on the exit out to the Shard restaurants, View From Shard, Guys hospital 
and Kings College 
Add Café Nero and entrance to View from the Shard onto the plan
Add joiner Street
More emphasis on the Shard (add its icon?)
Add doors outside O’Sullivan
Add Ross watches to unit 11 and remove Adam Grooming
Highlight all vacant units in a colour
